Wandusoa Graduates 1st Batch of Regenerative Farmers
and launches the Rehabilation of Wandusoa Food Forest.

Dear friends, supporters, collaborators and donors of Wandusoa, this 3rd quarter of 2023 has been a period of joy in Wandusoa! Sixteen Participants started training in our Regenerative Agriculture School to become Regenerative farmers in January 2023. After their nine months training in regenerative agriculture/business skills, we graduated ten of these participants as stewards of our planet on October 7th 2023. It was very challenging yet enjoyable and impactful Pilot Project thanks to the generous support of Earth Rising Foundation and The Pollination Project Greenhouse. To continue creating a generation of regenerative farmers, Wandusoa just launched its flagship project entiltled: Rehabiltation of Wandusoa Food Forest last September. Our intake process is currently going on to admit 20 youths from the margins in Cameroon to take part in the Wandusoa 9 months training course to become regenerative farmers.
